Demenca kot izziv za socialno delo
Dementia as a challange for social work

Povzetek

Prispevek poudarja, da se mora na podrocje demence dejavno vkljuciti
tudi socialno delo, saj se socialni delavci ne glede na podrocje, kjer delu-
jejo, vse pogosteje sreCujejo z osebami z demenco in/ali njihovimi svoj-
ci. Avtorici v izhodiS¢u izpostavita pomen celostne obravnave oseb z
demenco in predstavita socialno delo kot stroko, ki ima za celostno
obravnavo ustrezen konceptualni okvir. Prikazani so temeljni koncepti
socialnega dela, prav tako pa tudi najbolj tipi¢ne profesionalne vloge, ki
jih Ze ali pa jih bodo Se lahko opravljali socialni delavci na tem
podroCju. Vsebino podpirajo rezultati dosedanjih raziskav, ki jih je
Fakulteta za socialno delo v zadnjih letih izvajala na podroéju dela z
osebami z demenco v domovih za stare in v skupnosti.

Abstract

The article stresses the need of social workers who often meet persons
with dementia and their relatives in all fields of their work, to take an
active role considering dementia. It shows the characteristics of holistic
approach and social work as a profession having an appropriate concep-
tual framework for it. The basic concepts of social work and the roles
of social workers which already take place or should be developed in the
future are also described. The results of researches done by Faculty of
Social Work on the treatment of persons with dementia in homes for
the elderly and the situation of those living in the community are
described as well.
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
